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H1N1 and the Mass

You have no doubt been aware of the threat of the spread of the H1N1 

flu virus this year, particularly on college campuses. The University, 

including the Campus Ministry, is carefully monitoring the spread of flu 

viruses. The best method to contain the spread of the flu is through 

prevention. Prevention tips can be found on the UST website at https://

www.stthomas.edu/pandemic/prevention/default.html .  

 

Campus Ministry suggests the following voluntary practices to help 

prevent the spread of illness at Mass. These practices are especially 

fitting for those who are vulnerable to illness and for those who may be 

sick. 

 

 

If you suspect you are sick, stay at home and do not attend Mass 

until you feel healthy. Missing Mass due to illness is not sinful; it is 

prudent and shows a respect for your brothers and sisters.  

 

 

During Mass, at the Sign of Peace, you may choose to simply say 

òPeace be with you,ó without offering your hand. 

 

 

During Communion, you may elect to receive the Blessed Sacrament 

in the consecrated host and not receive the Precious Blood from 

the chalice.  

 

 

Ministers of Holy Communion should wash their hands with soap and 

water or sanitize their hands with an alcohol -based sanitizer prior 

to distributing Communion. The use of hand sanitizers, even 

during Mass, is acceptable for all ministers of Holy Communion.  

 

 

Reception of the Blessed Sacrament in the hand is the best way to 

reduce the possibility of flu virus transmission.  

 

 

Practice good hygiene: sneeze or cough into a tissue or upper 

sleeve, not your hands; wash hands frequently with soap and 

water and scrub for at least 30 seconds; avoid the transmittal of 

mucus or other bodily fluids; refrain from shaking hands; refrain 

from sharing a common cup; and above all, if you feel sick, do 

not come to places where you might infect others.
