
The English Honor Society Commissions a New 

Stained Glass Window for the  
OôShaughnessy- Frey Library Center  

In honor of the OSF Library's 
50th anniversary, the UST  
English Honor Society has  
commissioned a new stained 
glass window that will be hung 
on the first floor of the library. 
This window will commemorate 
Zora Neale Hurston (1891 -
1960), author of Their Eyes 
Were Watching God  (1937). 
Hurston was a ground  
breaking essayist and fiction 
writer closely associated with 
the Harlem Renaissance. Her 
work was instrumental in 
breaking down barriers of race 
and  gender  during a crucial  
period  of American history.  
  
When complete, the Hurston 
window will be the first stained 
glass memorial in the library 
dedicated to a woman writer. 
In addition, it will be the first to 
commemorate the achievement 
of an African -American author.  

The window was designed by the Conrad Pickel firm --  the same  
company that created the other stained glass windows in the library,  
including the Great Characters from Literature series and the Great  
Authors series. The English Honor Society will be raising funds to pay for 
the window throughout this academic year. Once the window is complete, 
there will be a public dedication at a time and date to be announced.
