All international student ambassador team members are required to attend a mandatory training session during May 2011 and a returning orientation for all ambassadors during the beginning of the fall 2011 semester. More details and information will be provided later. We will also have mandatory bi-weekly meetings during each semester.
International Student Ambassador Volunteer Job Description:

Who are international student ambassadors? 

International student ambassadors are current undergraduate, degree-seeking 

St. Thomas students who desire to share their enthusiasm and pride for UST. International student ambassadors will share their experiences with prospective international students during their visits to campus or through other admissions and recruiting efforts. 

This is a volunteer position. Some benefits of being involved in this program include free food and other rewards, the opportunity to work with a great group of students and staff, and constant opportunities to develop communication and leadership skills.
What are the duties of an international student ambassador? 

As an international student ambassador, one of your volunteer opportunities involves assisting during a prospective international student’s visit to campus.  You may bring a prospective international student to class with you, have lunch with an international student, or escort an international student to a meeting with a professor. You may also be asked to help with groups visits, including unpaid tours or being on a student discussion panel.  There will also be opportunities to bring prospective international students to large on campus events, such as Culture Fest and the International Dinner.
International student ambassadors are able to invite international students studying at the ELS Language Center on campus to a St. Thomas club or activity.  Certain on campus activities (such as those sponsored by GMSA and other clubs) will be selected to bring prospective international students from the Twin Cities area to the UST campus. 

International student ambassadors will also be asked to communicate with prospective undergraduate international students via e-mail, phone, or chat to help recruit and share their experiences as a St. Thomas student.  The International Recruiting and Admissions website, Facebook page, and blog are other ways for international student ambassadors to interact with prospective students, through posts or discussion boards.
What are the expectations and requirements of being an international student ambassador? 

International student ambassadors will be dedicated to the international student ambassador program. They will also have a desire to represent St. Thomas in a positive and respectful manner. They will maintain knowledge of UST’s academics, athletics, activities, and international admissions processes. Ambassadors will be in excellent disciplinary and academic standing with the University of St. Thomas. International ambassadors will have excellent interpersonal communication skills and the ability to work with people from different ethnic and cultural backgrounds. 
International Student Ambassador Tour Guide Job Description:

Who are international student tour guides? 

The international student tour guide is an international student ambassador who also leads campus tours (individual and groups) as needed through the office of International Recruiting and Admissions. The student should be an undergraduate, degree-seeking student at St. Thomas. The tour guide will be paid $7.50 an hour (approximately $11 per tour) 
What are the duties of an international student tour guide? 

International student tour guides lead campus tours of the University of St. Thomas 
St. Paul campus when prospective international students or groups visit campus. Tour guides will share positive experiences about UST and answer general and specific questions about academics, activities, athletics, campus life, etc. 
What are the expectations and requirements of being an international student tour guide? 

Tour guides are expected to be reliable, punctual, and inform a supervisor if they are unable to lead a scheduled tour.
