At approximately 4:30 a.m. on April 25, 2003, a sexual assault with a weapon
and threats of bodily harm were committed in a Residence Hall. The perpetrator
described below entered the unlocked residence hall room of a Macalester
female student and a female visiting campus. One of the victims was sexually
assaulted and threatened with a hand gun and the other victim was threatened.
The Police were notified and a search of the buildings, grounds and surrounding
neighborhood was conducted. Police reports have been filed. The victims were
transported to the hospital for evaluation and released.

The description of the perpetrator is as follows:

- Sex: Male
- Age: Unknown
- Race: Asian

- Height: 5ft 6 inches to 5ft 7 inches
- Weight: Thin or slight build

- Hair: Very short, buzz cut
- Clothes:  Black pants and dark shirt
- Other: Worn a scarf or bandana across his face
